Completing the Circle: Teaching Our First Teachers - Enabling Best Practice
In 2007-08 the Ontario Native Literacy Coalition (ONLC) completed a new Aboriginal family literacy program as part of federal project funding.  The interest in this resource was so strong that the initial print run was soon sold out.

In mid 2008 ONLC applied for, and received, funding from the Adult Learning Knowledge Centre (AdLKC), part of the Canadian Council on Learning (CCL), to do an additional 100 copy print run of its Completing the Circle: Teaching Our First Teachers Aboriginal family literacy resource.  
In November ONLC received the additional 100 printed copies of the resource from the company who had done the original print run, the Brown Book Co. (BBC). 
A sponsorship line, acknowledging the funding provided by the AdLKC was added to this re-print but no other changes were made to the original document.
This resource contains two inserts which ONLC supplied to the printer.  These are the Canada’s Food Guide for First Nations, Inuit and Métis and The Aboriginal Diabetes Food Guide to healthy Eating, a food guide built around a Medicine Wheel, which comes from the Community Diabetes Education Programs of the Centretown Community Health Centre in Ottawa.  
Each copy of the Completing the Circle: Teaching Our First Teachers Aboriginal family literacy resource also contains an accompanying CD which contains all the materials and handouts as well as copies of the completion certificates that allow facilitators to personalize them for printing and distribution. 
The ONLC appreciates the financial support of the Adult Learning Knowledge Centre which made it possible for this project to be undertaken.  ONLC will continue to shape future field development projects that will move the Native literacy field forward in a good and meaningful way.
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
