The ONLC is currently accepting applications for the position of Aboriginal Curriculum Developer for a provincially-funded project Rekindling the Spirit- Reclaiming our Identity: Curriculum Development in the Native Stream.
The person hired for this contract will have six months to develop three separate curriculum components for Aboriginal learners.  Lower level materials will be based on the basic teachings of the 7 Grandfathers, Medicine Wheel and Tree of Life. Mid level materials will focus on the traditional Moon Calendar and higher level materials will be built around an Essential Skills template that supports personal growth and development through self-directed exploration of one’s culture, traditions and history.  This will be the main period of work for the person taking this contract and during this time they will work closely with ONLC and an Advisory Committee made up of experienced literacy practitioners.
Technically this contract position will begin in August 2009 and conclude July 2010 but the majority of the work is expected to take place between August 2009 and early 2010.
The successful candidate will have:

· Knowledge of, and experience working with, Aboriginal people 
· Relevant post secondary level accreditation or an equivalent combination of work experience and training

· Proven experience in developing curriculum for adults, preferably for an Aboriginal audience
· Experience writing culturally-relevant curriculum for Ojibwe, Cree and Mohawk cultures
· Knowledge of current literacy levels and Essential Skills would be a definite asset

· Excellent written and oral communication skills 
· Access to fully equipped home office with high speed internet, email & fax

· Strong computer skills especially with Microsoft Office 

· Excellent organizational and time management skills 

· Self-motivation and the proven ability to work independently with a minimum of supervision

· Ability to work cooperatively with a volunteer Project Advisory Committee
