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Project Summary
Native Literacy Practitioners who have a strong background in teaching will share how they have adapted and applied their rich and diverse backgrounds in teacher training to the adult literacy training needed by learners in Native literacy programs.

Through a 7 session series offered online, experienced Native literacy practitioners will provide the theory behind how we learn to read write and calculate and will compare and contrast this to the way adults in literacy programs approach learning and increase their academic skills. These highly interactive sessions will offer the Native literacy field focused strategies to use during the initial assessment process, ideas for finding or creating the most appropriate resources, and further exploration of curriculum development, lesson planning, and delivery. These modules will continue to honour Cree, Ojibwe and Mohawk cultures through the use of Traditional openings and closings.
Through this project ONLC will look at current practice and discuss different strategies that may be better suited to one on one, small group and classroom teaching practice.  It will also examine and debate specialized strategies for those with special learning difficulties and needs, how practitioners can best respond to these learners, where extra help may be available, how to advocate on their behalf, and train them to become strong self-advocates.
