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Project summary

As a result of consultation with a number of northern community organizations and government agencies, the Ontario Native Literacy Coalition (ONLC) has identified the need to expand the capacity of the Native Stream to deliver targeted distance education focused on essential skills, self management/self direction and workforce training.  

During the past three years a very successful distance education model has been developed by the Sioux-Hudson Literacy Council, (Good Learning Anywhere) [SHLC-GLA] to deliver LBS training to northern learners via Centra allowing people to learn what, when, and where they choose. Building on this model is both logical and cost effective.

Potential name: Good Learning Anywhere–Distance Essential Skills Training (GLA-DEST).

This project will develop and deliver an Essential Skills work module series that can be combined with existing LBS distance modules and those that will continue to be created, forming a core of distance learning materials deliverable to literacy organizations anywhere.

Practitioners will be able to select and combine individual modules to create flexible training ‘packages’ designed to meet learners’ needs.  This body of training modules can be augmented in the future as new needs emerge for northern learners and/or specific, localized gaps and skills deficits are identified in northern communities.
